The project 
to replace sand with wood chips in playgrounds will be accelerated, and the net 
separating the ballpark from the pétanque courts at Parc Lorraine will be extended 
to protect the waterpark area. Other projects include improvements to the pedestrian 
crossing at De Gaulle Boulevard and Place Lorraine.

Still on the topic of new projects, I am pleased to announce that the working 
committee on the seniors’ residence (made up of 10 citizens, elected officials, and 
city representatives) is making excellent progress. The committee has already held 
five productive meetings, where they discussed the pros and cons of the land adjacent 
to Place Lorraine in depth. Over the course of these highly rewarding discussions, 
the committee agreed that the construction of a seniors’ residence would fulfill a 
pressing need for seniors, both today and in the future, who wish to remain in our 
community. In reflecting on the ideal residence, the committee agreed that integrat-
ing it into the existing structure of Place Lorraine would represent an added value 
for the entire population, as it would also allow the shopping centre to be renovated 
so that it better meets the needs of the entire community. We will present the fruits 
of our efforts to Lorraine citizens in the near future during the public consultations. 

In closing, I would like to pay tribute to long-time Lorraine citizen Sam Abracen, 
who celebrated his 100th birthday in May. I had the great pleasure of meeting and 
chatting with Mr. Abracen. His attachment to our city is yet another illustration of the 
exceptional quality of life we enjoy.

While summer is approaching 
quickly, Mother Nature has 
given Quebecers a difficult 
spring.

This considerable amount comes from a combination 
of extra tax revenues from the MLorraine condominium project and transfer taxes, 
from lower than expected expenditures, from lower water consumption by citizens, 
and from a considerable reduction in the amount of household waste sent to landfill. 
I want to thank Lorraine citizens for helping create these savings, which will allow 
us to fund extra projects this year.
